Task 2  
The unit and the lesson plans correspond to the unit “The world of sports”. It was selected because it is necessary to follow the contents of the student´s textbook. During the previous months they worked with the first two units, so according to the book, the following unit is the number three which is about sports. In this opportunity I took some ideas from the book but most of the contents and activities were done with my own ideas. Besides, this is an attractive topic to develop with the seventh grade students because some of them practice sports or want to practice one of them and because nowadays there are many sportsmen and sportswomen that they admire. 
The aim of the unit is to use and recognize sport vocabulary (name of the sports, clothing/equipment and the place where they are practiced) and to create a poster and a leaflet. To achieve it, the unit was divided in seven classes (fourteen pedagogical hours).The approaches to develop this unit will be PPP, SDL and TBL. They were selected in order to take advantage of them and to realize how the students react and learn with each one of them and to take into account these results in the next units. The first two classes are PPP lessons. They introduce the unit with new vocabulary, information and grammatical rules which are the basis to continue working with the students. They are focused on sports vocabulary: the name of some popular sports, the equipment and clothing that they require and the place where these sports are practiced. They have to learn and practice the spelling of the words, pronunciation and to identify each one of the new vocabulary with images and activities. Then, there is a TBL (it has cumulative mark) which not only makes possible that students show their knowledge but also their responsibility, creativity, relationships, manual skills, etc.  The rubric to assess them includes 3 main criteria: responsibility, work in class, appearance and the use of English. The following approach is SDL. It is a listening which is focused on identifying the sports according to their descriptions and to identify explicit information in a work guide. The last lesson is based on a TBL which is longer and more complex than the previous one. The students have to create a leaflet in which they put into practice the new vocabulary, to use more information about sports and to use their creativity and artistic abilities. It has a summative assessment considering the same criteria than the previous one. Finally, there is a written test. It is based on the activities that they will do during the classes and an item with the same recording and an item in which they have to write the meaning of some words.
Most of the lessons are TBL because one of their weaknesses is that they do the tasks carelessly. The objective is to motivate them to be more responsible bringing material to the classes and to teach them to be more detail-oriented and creative, to take care of the visual details, to presents attractive works and to care about the correct use of English. They will not be presented in front of the class because this month the assessment is focused on the appearance of their task and the use of English in a written form rather than their oral productions. 
Most of the works and activities are in pairs or in trios. The activities to practice the new contents are in pairs or individually because they need to work calmly and to realize what they know. The TBL lessons are in trios because it makes possible to learn to work together, to share knowledge and to make decisions more quickly.
In terms of the evaluations, they will be assessed every classes. In the case of the book activities and the work guides (each student receives one of them), they would be checked as a whole class. In the case of TBL lessons and the written tests, they will have summative marks because that is the only way that they can be more responsible, detail-oriented and creative.
There are not lesson adaptations for the SLD students because they are not receiving Special Education. So, I have three ideas to help them: a) to repeat their worst items with my help; b) to sit SLD students next to students who perform well in English; C) and to pay more attention to them during the lessons.
The projector is present most of the classes.  My idea is to take advantage of this tool to call students´ attention, to save time, to solve doubts and to show the activities or work guides. To call their attention through the use of videos, images, Power Point Presentations, online exercises and online games. To save time through the use of PPTs. For example: to present them the contents in PPTs and then the student write them on their copybooks. To search for information and to solve their doubts through the use of google, online dictionaries or other websites. And finally, to project the work guides because when they are printed in black and white, they tend to be blurred and because the exercises can be checked on the board. 

Task 3
The easiest part in this unit was to decide the aims of the classes and what kind of approach to use to achieve the objectives. I knew that the first lessons had to be a PPP because the presentation step introduces the unit with new vocabulary, information or grammatical rules which are the basis to continue working with the students. The other lessons could vary between SDL or TBL lessons because it is important to check their receptive skill through listening and writing and their productive skills through tasks which let me observe not only their writing (grammar, spelling, etc.) or speaking (pronunciation, voice, etc.) but also their responsibility, creativity, relationships, manual skills, etc.
The most complex part in this unit was to do the work guides because it was difficult to decide what kind of activities will be more attractive for the students and to be able to predict how much time they would take to do them. Moreover, it was difficult to write the instruction because they must be clear and short and to find images and to care of the format and organization. The solution was to do them patiently, and taking ideas and exercises from internet online pages such us Elllo, or to take ideas from work guides which were given to me at the university. The possible positive consequences could be that I can improve the wording of the instructions and I will know where I can find attractive activities for the work guides. 
With the students that need more attention, the idea is to help them as much as possible. It could be achievable with the help of the English teacher and to answer their doubts explaining to the whole class because their doubts tent to be the same that the other students.
